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The work of Mexican Christian
Mission Services, Inc. (MCMSI)
was started by C. Marion and
Mazie Railey, parents of Fern
McClain, in 1967. Their mission
was to preach, baptize, and
teach (Matthew 28:18-20), and
that mission ideology has not
changed.

In the late 70's, the Raileys
asked Roy and Fern McClain to
serve as forwarding agents and
state-side representatives. In
1991, after resigning from the
ministry with Georgetown
Christian Church, Roy and Fern
enrolled in language study and
moved to Mexico. The primary
work has been in Monterrey, a
city of six million people. Six
churches have been built and
MCMSI is helping support these
Mexican preachers:

1) Colonia Moderna
Jorge Luna, minister
2) Colonia Croc
Oliverio Velez, minister
3) Colonia Mirasol
Feliciano Medrano, minister
4) Cienega de Flores
Manuel Cavazos, minister
5) Colonia Guadalupe
Alfredo Valdez, minister
6) Guanajuato City
Jose Cortes, minister

MCMSI has also built church

buildings in San Bernabae and

Santa Fe. These were the first
two buildings built. These

churches have been completely
self-supporting for a number of

years.

Mexico does not need western
missionaries.
They have
plenty of Na-
tionals who are
well  qualified,
Bible trained,
and can better
relate to their
own people.
MCMSI has
never paid the
salary of a “missionary” from the
States. All financial support
received goes toward the sup-
port of the six preachers above,
the purchasing of land, and
building of churches.

Currently we are erecting a
building in Colonia Guadalupe.

We have purchased and paid for
the property: $45,000 (90 feet
long by 55 feet wide). Every-
thing is expensive in Monterrey.

A lack of funds hinders the com-
pletion of the building.

However, the faith of these dear
people is not stifled by the sum-
